1. The Department of Social Welfare and Development (DSWD), through Special 

Allotment Release Order (SARO) No. BMB-B-18-0024841 –  Capital Outlay (CO) 

2018 Continuing Appropriation Funds, intends to apply the sum of Two Million 

Pesos (PHP 2,000,000.00), being the Approved Budget for the Contract (ABC) to 

payments under the contract for the Supply and Delivery of Mobile Community 

Kitchen for DSWD.  
 

2. The DSWD now invites technically, legally, and financially capable suppliers for the 

above-mentioned goods. (Please refer to the Annexes for the submission of documents.) 

 

3. The procurement procedure that will be adopted is Negotiated Procurement considering 

that there has been two failure of biddings pursuant to Section 53.1 of the 2016 Revised 

Implementing Rules and Regulations (IRR) of Republic Act 9184 (R.A. 9184), 

otherwise known as the Government Procurement Reform Act (GPRA). 

 

The procurement is restricted to Filipino citizens/sole proprietorships, organizations 

with at least sixty percent (60%) interest or outstanding capital stock belonging to 

citizens of the Philippines, and to citizens or organizations of a country the laws or 

regulations of which grant similar rights or privileges to Filipino citizens, pursuant to 

R.A. 5183.   

 

The Bids and Awards Committee (BAC) will engage in negotiation with a sufficient 

number of service providers to ensure effective competition. The selection of the 

successful offers shall be based on the best and final offer that will be submitted on 

a specified date, which could meet the DSWD’s minimum technical requirements 

and does not exceed the ABC. 
 

4. Interested bidders may obtain further information from the BAC Secretariat at the 

address given below from Monday to Friday at 08:00 AM to 05:00 PM. 

 

5. The deadline for the submission of quotations/proposals is on 20 December 2019, 

09:00 AM. which shall be delivered at the BAC Secretariat Office, Ground Floor, 

DSWD Central Office, IBP Road, Constitution Hills, Quezon City. Late 

quotations/ proposals shall not be accepted.
